LUDLOW TOWN COUNCIL of The Guildhall, Mill Street, Ludlow in the County of Shropshire SY8 1AZ ("the Council"); to

WHEREAS:-

(1)
The Council is the owner of the market held at Ludlow ("the Market") namely situated on the Market Square and the Buttercross Market, Ludlow (the “Market Place”).

(2) The Stall holder has requested the Council grant them licence to use the Market for trading in goods set out in the Second Schedule ("the Articles") on the Market Place.
(3) In this licence the word “Stall holder” is construed to include those traders using a pitch to erect their own stalls or to site a trading vehicle or trailer.

(4)
This Licence grants the use of a stall, pitch or van on the Market Place as specified in the Second Schedule (the “Facilities”)

IT IS AGREED AS FOLLOWS:-
1.
Grant

The Council hereby grants to the Stall holder the right to use the Facilities on the market days set out in the Second Schedule (the “Trading Day”) for sale of the Articles to trade from his/her customary position on the Market as a privilege which privilege will not be removed without consultation with the Stall holder or his/her representative which for a regular trader will continue from week to week (and for a casual trader on a daily basis) from the date of this Licence unless determined by one week's notice in writing by the Council or the Stall holder at any time after the date of this Licence EXCEPTING AND RESERVING to the Council the full right and liberty not to hold a market on such day or days as it thinks fit after consultation.

2.
Conditions
The conditions on which the Licence is granted are as follows:

2.1
Payments

The Stall holder shall pay to the Council on the Trading Day in each week the relevant sum specified in the First Schedule (the “Rent”) or such other sum as the Council may be entitled to charge after a legally authorised revision of that sum until the determination of the right to use the Facilities under this Licence.  Unpaid sums will be recoverable by way of a common debt and subject to the Council’s Debt Recovery policy.  Failure to pay may lead to court action where stall holders could be asked to pay the Council’s costs. 

2.2
Alternative Market Days

Rent is payable in respect of such other days as the Council shall declare a similar Market to be held (e.g. Christmas alternative days trading) and shall be payable whether the Stall holder trades on the Facilities or not unless the Town Clerk is informed three weeks in advance of the Market to which it relates

2.3
Compliance with Regulations

The Stall holder will comply with the Market Regulations and Complaints and Compliance System made by the Council with respect to the Market and such other statutory requirements orders or regulations which relate to the Facilities, the articles for sale by the Stall holder and his methods of conducting business. No Market Regulations will be changed without consultation with the Market Traders Sub-Committee.

2.4
Use by other persons

The Stall holder shall not permit any person other than his employees to trade on the Market or use the Facilities in his name save in exceptional circumstances (e.g. illness) when the Council will permit an Agent previously authorised in writing by the Town Clerk to manage the stall.

2.5
Age of Stall holders

All Stall holders left in sole charge of the Facilities must be 18 years or over.

2.6
Firearms, knives & Bayonets

No Firearms or air weapons, sheath knives/cut-throat razors or hunting knives may be available for sale but domestic cutlery is permitted. The sale of any item that may be deemed to be of a harmful or objectionable nature or is prohibited by current Acts of Parliament will not be permitted. If so requested by the Town Clerk the Stall holder shall remove an item from sale forthwith.

2.7
Alterations to Facilities
No alteration or addition to the structure or fittings of any Facilities may be made by or on behalf of the Stall holder except with permission of the Town Clerk.  Alterations must be reinstated at the end of each Trading Day. Stall holders who wish to remove table tops from stalls to create a 'walk in' stall must do so in accordance with the instructions of the Market Manager. 
2.8
Back sheets/Side sheets

Only Council-approved clear back and side sheets can be used unless otherwise authorised in writing. All sheets must be attached to the Facilities in the approved way as advised by the Market Manager, no clips are to be used.
2.9
Damage to stalls

The Stall holder may not alter damage or deface the Facilities or other property of the Council and the Stall holder shall be responsible for the expense of making good any damage they cause during the Licence Period.

2.10
Stall boundaries

2.10.1
The Stall holder may not place goods beyond the boundaries of the Facilities either on the ground or hanging except with the permission of the Market Manager.
2.10.2
No Stall holder is permitted to encroach within 3 ft of the curb on Market Square for any purpose.

2.11
Lighting

The Stall holder may not provide any kind of lighting except with the consent of the Market Manager who will determine the terms and conditions of use of the Council’s electricity supply in line with the Market Rules and Regulations.
2.12
Heating

The Stall holder may not install heating apparatus of any kind except with the permission of the Town Clerk who will determine the terms and conditions of use of the Council’s electricity supply in line with the Market Rules and Regulations.
2.13
Market Litter

The Stall holder must keep the Facilities and the adjoining accessways free from refuse and litter of any kind.
2.14
Cleaning of stall

The Stall holder must keep the Facilities including the stall, fittings and the space below the stall clean and free from litter of any kind. Buttercross Stall Holders are responsible for cleaning up in the Buttercross after each Trading Day.  All rubbish removal procedures will be reviewed annually by the Council.  The Council is not liable to remove any rubbish under this License and any concessions are discretionary.
2.15
Nature of trade

The Stall holder may sell from the Facilities the Articles mentioned in the Second Schedule and he may not sell any other class of goods from the Facilities nor use the Facilities for any purpose than retail trade.

2.16
Nuisance etc.

The Stall holder must not do or permit to be done anything which in the opinion of the Town Clerk may be a nuisance or annoyance to any member of the public or other Stall holder or which may be detrimental to the trade of other Stall holders or the efficient operation of the Market.

2.17
Animals

No live animals may be brought onto the market area whether for the purpose of sale, promotion or as a pet except with the express permission of the Town Clerk.  If permission is given, dogs must be kept within the area of the stall in a suitably sized cage and must not be a danger or a nuisance to other traders or members of the public.  Dogs causing a nuisance to other traders or members of the public will not be permitted on the market. 
2.18
Indemnity

The Stall holder agrees to indemnify the Council from and against all claims demands proceedings damages costs charges and expenses howsoever arising from the use by the Stall holder of the Facilities whether due to the act of default or negligence of the Stall holder himself or his servants or agents and that a third party insurance policy covering a minimum Five Million Pounds (£5,000,000) for any one accident is obtained by the Stall holder prior to use of the Facilities to include the liabilities assumed under this Licence and is maintained during its continuance.  Insurance Certificates or Federation Cards should be available, on demand, to the Town Clerk.

2.19
Business Hours

2.19.1
The Stall holder must ensure that the Facilities are kept adequately stocked with goods attractively displayed and open for business at least between the hours of 9.30 am and 4.00 pm on each trading day.
2.19.2
The Stall holder must remove any vehicles used by him from the Market area and the adjacent highways between 9.30 am and 3.30 pm.

2.20
Accidents

The Stall holder must report all accidents disputes thefts disorderly conduct and goods lost and found to the Market Manager as soon as practicable

2.21
Pitching

Stall Holders will not be permitted to use the Facilities for pitching unless agreed by the Town Clerk.

2.22
Demonstrating

Stall Holders will not be allowed to use the Facilities for demonstrating unless expressly permitted to do so by the Town Clerk and must in the event of such permission being granted conduct himself in such manner as not to cause interference or annoyance to other Stall holders or members of the public.
2.23
Conduct

2.23.1
The Stall holder shall at all times conduct his business in a clean honest civil businesslike manner conducting sales without causing obstruction of the accessways adjoining the Facilities or interfering with the business of other Stall holder and always in compliance with the Market Rules and Regulations and any instructions given from time to time by the Town Clerk. It is the Stall holder’s responsibility to ensure that his/her staff is fully aware of and comply with the Licence conditions and Regulations.  The Stall holder and his/her staff must at all times comply with the lawful instructions of the Town Clerk.

2.23.2
Gross misconduct or offence may lead to permanent termination of trading under the same terms as Notice given by the Town Council.  The Stall holder agrees and accepts as a condition and as part of this Licence to the use by the Council of the Compliance and Complaints Procedure.  These procedures are available at the Council’s office upon request.

2.23.3
No Stall Holder or potential Stall Holder shall offer or make any gift or consideration to any representative or agent of the Town Council as an inducement or reward to favour or disfavour any interested party.  The making of any such offer will result in the Stall Holder or potential Stall Holder being prohibited from trading on all future Markets run by the Town Council.

2.24
Property of the Stall holder

The Stall holder agrees that the property of him and his employees and agents including goods vehicles equipment and receptacles whilst on property belonging to the Council in connection with the business of the Stall holder carried on at the Facilities shall remain vested in their ownership and the Council accepts no responsibility for any loss or damage thereto from any cause whatsoever except where it is proved that the Council is liable

2.25
Public Address Equipment

The Stall holder will not use public address equipment at the Facilities or in the Market precincts without permission from the Town Clerk.

2.26
Quality of trade/ stall/ van presentation

It is the Council’s intention to ensure that the market is well presented and adequately stocked to be attractive to potential customers and in support of the town centre.  A high quality standard is required of all traders’ presentations and merchandising and in pursuit of this the Council will set quality standards.  Guidance will be given to individual traders on what constitutes a minimum level of quality standards following consultation with the market traders committee representatives.  Should individual traders fail to conform with minimum quality standards then the compliance procedure will be used to ensure that the overall quality of the market is ensured.  Poor presentation could lead to termination of this Licence.
2.27
Absence
A Stall Holders entitlement to holiday and sick leave is as specified in the Rules and Regulations for Ludlow Market (Appendix 3).
2.28
Parking


Parking is available under Shropshire Council’s Market Trader Parking Scheme, further details are available from the Market Officer. Traders are required to comply with conditions as set out by Shropshire Council and Ludlow Town Council.
3.
Licence to be personal to the Stall holder

It is hereby agreed that this Licence is personal to the Stallholder and the parties acknowledge that nothing in this Licence shall be construed as creating the relationship of landlord and tenant.  Assignments, transfers or sub lettings of stalls and pitches by traders are not permitted.

4.
Layout

4.1
The Council reserves the right to close or alter the layout of the Market or close and stop the sales at the Facilities without notice and without liability to the Stall holder or any other person for any loss sustained directly or indirectly if it is considered to be in the best interests of the Market or the general public and the right hereby reserved may be exercised by the Town Clerk

4.2
Except by written permission of the Town Clerk neither the Licensee nor any person acting on his authority or consent shall either interfere with or change the design or layout of the Market or the Facilities.

4.3
In the event that the Council intends to make significant changes to the layout, there will be consultation with the NMTF representatives.

5.
Notices

Any notice served in respect of this Licence or the provisions hereof shall be in writing and if served upon the Council shall be handed to the Town Clerk or delivered to her office at The Guildhall, Ludlow aforesaid and if served on the Stall holder may be served by handing it to him/her personally or by posting it to his last known address.

6.
Termination

The Council shall have the right to terminate this Licence without notice on the following grounds:

6.1
If payment of rent is in arrears for two weeks or more

6.2     
If the Facilities shall not be used by the Stall holder for the purposes of his trade on each Trading Day throughout a period of three (3) consecutive weeks unless a Sick Note or self certification note is provided in which case the Council may require an independent Doctor's examination in the case of prolonged illness and the Council reserves the right to re-allocate stalls after 3 months absence through illness, or absence for any other reason.

6.3
If the Stall holder shall be adjudged bankrupt or have a receiving order made against him or make a composition or arrangement with his creditors or suffer distress or execution to be levied on his goods

6.4
If the Stall holder or his employees act contrary to this Licence or Market Regulations.

7.
Compensation
When termination is by the Town Council no compensation of any kind will be due or paid by the Town Council in respect of such termination.
